· The project implements the school environmental education / management plan. This will be a School Environmental Management Plan – SEMP – for government schools, or an equivalent for non-government schools.

· The school is registered on the Sustainable Schools NSW website.

· The project is feasible and its outcomes are evaluated.

· School staff have the necessary knowledge and skill to effectively implement the project.

· The project makes a contribution to a sustainable school community.
Applications will be judged on merit and also in relation to issues of equity and need. 
Detailed information on assessment criteria is contained on Page 3 of the Guidelines for Applicants.
The Application Form

The form is divided into four sections: 

Section A
Asks you for specific information necessary for our registration processes.

Section B
Asks you for specific information about the project.

Section C
Seeks details of the expected project costs.

Section D
Seeks the authorisation of the school principal.

You must:

· Type your application (you can download it from the Trust’s web site).
· Keep a photocopy of your application.

Be sure to include all the information that is asked for in the form. Our staff will not chase up information that you have failed to include. Only the information you provide by the closing date will be submitted to the Trust and its Technical Committee.

We have designed the questions on the application form to avoid the need for you to attach additional information other than an overview of your Environmental Education / Management Plan or equivalent, and a letter from schools or community groups that you are partnering with.
