Application Process

Organisations wishing to apply for an Environmental Education grant need to submit information in two stages:

Stage 1: Expression of interest (EOI) (by advertisement). Closing date: 5pm 24 April 2009
Stage 2: Detailed project application (by invitation, based on EOI). 

This form sets out questions for an EOI only. The Environmental Trust’s Technical Committee will assess Expressions of Interest and successful applicants will be asked to submit a more detailed application that will be assessed for funding.

	The objectives of the Environmental Education program are:

	a) to help attain one or more of the outcomes in the NSW Government’s Environmental Education Plan, Learning for Sustainability
b) to facilitate changes in behaviour of individuals and groups that affects specific environmental problems

c) to develop and promote education projects that contribute towards improving the environment.

Eligibility

To be eligible for a grant under the Environmental Education program your organisation must be one of the following types.
	
	Community organisations
	State and Local Government

	Examples of eligible organisations
	Community organisations including community groups, incorporated associations (community or industry associations), cooperatives, non-profit organisations  incorporated under the Corporations Act 2001 (Cth) as applied in NSW
Note: Community organisations who are not incorporated, are eligible to apply, but only if they arrange for the grant to be administered by a Council or other non-profit organisation.
	State government organisations and statutory committees, Councils (as defined in the Local Government Act), Regional Organisations of Councils and other local-government-controlled organisations, universities. 

	Examples of ineligible organisations
	Individuals, schools, industry joint ventures, profit-distributing corporations and all organisations that are eligible for State and Local Government Program grants.
	Individuals, schools, industry joint ventures, profit-distributing corporations (including government entities that have shareholders & distribute profits) and all organisations that are eligible for Community Organisations program grants. 


Timeframes

Projects can run for a maximum of three years and cannot commence before February 2010.
A maximum of three EOIs per organisation are permitted.

Individual educators from Universities and statewide organisations should not submit their EOI directly to the Trust. The Trust will only accept EOIs from Universities if they are submitted via their relevant Administration Office, to ensure that the above limit is not exceeded. This also applies to statewide organisations, who should submit their EOIs via their Head Office/Chief Executive Officer. Please ensure your EOI is no longer than three pages in length.
Assessment criteria
A Technical Committee will assess your EOI against the following Assessment Criteria: 

1. Proven environmental / educational needs and tangible benefits to the environment of NSW

2. Consistency with the Trust’s Environmental Education program aims and objectives
3. Efficiency (value for money) and effectiveness
4. Appropriateness of program to proven need area.
