These will vary across projects and locations in
the region.

e Fencing to protect remnant native vegetation

e Fencing and planting of native trees and
shrubs

capabilities

e Soil testing and training to increase the
adoption of sustainable land management
practices

e Assistance to attend conferences and
workshops to increase knowledge in
sustainable farming practices

e Innovation for Irrigation

e Community grants for groups to undertake a
wide range of projects in sustainable
landscapes and/or natural resource
management.

In order to tailor projects to landscapes and farming
systems across the Riverina region and feedback
from previous programs, we have developed projects
for the Upper, Mid and Lower districts.
