8th May  Central West Landcare Weed Biocontrol Workshop in Grenfell had 13 farmers, community members 
hear Barry Sampson has 30 year experience in the Biological Control of Weeds used to reduce the cost of 
controlling weeds. The concept of weed biological control is to reduce seed banks, it is to be viewed as a long 
term measure. The density and vigour of plants can be reduced over time and the measure of success is to 
have a good integrated management program. Participants found the workshop engaging and learnt about rust 
to control bridal creeper and a mite to control St Johns Wort as well as other controls.
